Adopt the provisions of Senate Committee Amendment 20 with changes to provide that any regular full-time employee of a postsecondary public institution may, with prior administrative approval of the course offering institution, take a maximum of 6 credit hours per term at any state-supported postsecondary institution.


Adopt the provisions of Senate Committee Amendment 32 to require the Council on Postsecondary Education ensure that board and faculty of postsecondary education institutions provide instruction without discriminating against students with contrary political views, but moving the language to KRS 164.020, duties of the Council on Postsecondary Education.


Adopt the provisions of Senate Committee Amendment 33 with changes to provide that board members on all postsecondary boards serving on the effective date of this Act may be reappointed at the end of their existing terms and may serve 2 additional full consecutive terms.
