PURPOSE/MECHANICS


The SCS copy of this bill changes the bill as introduced to insert language requiring an applicant for a license to carry a concealed deadly weapon to obtain an initial or renewal application for a permit, from the sheriff  of the applicant's county of residence instead of the Ky. State Police.   A completed application,  accompanying materials cited in subsection 4, 

a recent color photograph of the applicant as prescribed by administrative regulations, and a photocopy of a certificate or an affidavit as described in subsection (2)(f), is to be submitted to the Sheriff in the applicant's county of residence.  The application or renewal fee has been increased from $25 to $60.  Retired peace officers that are members of the Kentucky Employees Retirements System, State Police Retirement System, or the County Employees Retirement System are exempt from having to pay the application or renewal fee for five years following their retirement.  Of this fee, $20 is to be retained by the Sheriff to cover official expenses, $10 is to be sent to the Dept. of the State Police along with the application, and $20 is to be transmitted  to the Administrative Office of the Courts (AOC) to fund background checks for youth leaders and applicants for concealed weapons.  Section 1(10) creates a new local mandate requiring a licensee to surrender his permit to a court or officer if served with a domestic violence order or emergency protective order.  The officer must transmit the license to the court issuing the order.  Section 11 allows a licensee to renew his license on or before the expiration date by filing the renewal form, notarized affidavit stating that he remains qualified and a renewal fee with the sheriff in his county of residence.  


Creates new sections of KRS Chapter 237 which require that initial and renewal applications for licenses to carry concealed deadly weapons, be obtained from the Sheriff's Office in county of the applicant's residence.  The Sheriff will collect the completed application, all accompanying materials, plus an application or renewal fee of $60, and transmit the application, accompanying materials, and  $10 of the application fee to the Dept. of the State Police within five (5) working days.  Twenty dollars of the license fee will be retained by the Sheriff's Office to cover official expenses, and the remaining $20 will be transmitted to the AOC to fund background checks on youth leaders and applicants for concealed weapons.  Retired peace officers that are members of the Kentucky Employees Retirements System, State Police Retirement System, or the County Employees Retirement System are exempt from having to pay the application or renewal fee for five years following their retirement.  Section 1(10) requires a licensee to surrender his permit to a court or officer if served with a domestic violence order or emergency protective order.  The officer must transmit the license to the court issuing the order.  Section 11 allows a licensee to renew his license  by filing the renewal form, accompanying materials, and a renewal fee with the sheriff in his county of residence.  

	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST



The fiscal impact of this bill on county sheriff's departments is indeterminate.  Sheriff's Offices may incur some administrative costs such as:  1) costs for storing application and license renewal forms, completed applications, and license fees, and 2) postage for transmitting the forms, accompanying materials, and fees to the Dept. of the State Police, and for transmitting fees to the      AOC.  Costs, to the Sheriff, for storing forms and completed applications should be minimal, such as the costs of a file cabinet or computer diskette if computer hardware is presently available.  Costs for storing license fees also should be minimal, with an approximate range being $35 to $104.  According to Mr. Daryl Clark, Cardinal Office Systems, the costs of a security box is $32.95 plus tax and the cost of a small office safe is $97.86 plus tax.  In addition, some administrative costs may be associated with receiving the information (applications, other materials, fees) and logging it in.  These costs would vary by county and salary of the person performing the tasks.


Postage costs for mailing the applications, accompanying materials, and fees to the Dept. of the State Police and the AOC will vary with the weight and costs of insuring parcels and the number of times per month that applications or fees have to be mailed.  
Finally, twenty dollars of the license fee is to be retained by the Sheriff's Office to cover official expenses.  This should help to offset much of the potential expense that Sheriff's offices might incur.  However, a new provision 1 exempts retired peace officers, for five years following their retirement, from paying the application or renewal fees.  This will create an indeterminate decrease in revenues received by Sheriff"s offices to cover their official expenses associated with the implementation of this bill.  For example, the exemption would save one retired peace officer $300 in fees, over a five year period.  ($60 annual fee X 5 yrs. = $300)  Of that amount, the Sheriff's office would lose $100 in fees for that five year period.  ($20 sheriff's fee X 5 yrs. = $100)


Costs for a peace officer transmitting a confiscated permit of a licensee served with a domestic violence order or emergency protective order, are indeterminable.  At a minimum, such costs would include postage for mailing the permit to the court, or the time it would take to hand deliver the permit to court personnel.  
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
