On page 9, line 5 after "levels." by inserting "Notwithstanding the provisions of KRS 11A.040, any person employed by the Council on Higher Education prior to the effective date of this Act may accept immediate employment with any governmental entity or any postsecondary education organization or institution in the Commonwealth and may carry out the employment duties assigned by that entity, organization, or institution."; and

On page 17, line 10 before the word "accredited", by inserting the word "regionally"; and 

On page 17, line 26, after the word "postsecondary", by inserting the word "regionally"; and 

On page 25, between lines 10 and 11, insert the following:

"(7)
A regular full-time faculty member or staff person may, with prior administrative approval, take the maximum number of tuition-free credit hours per term or year at any state-supported postsecondary institution under the institution's policy governing the number of tuition-free credit hours per term or year permitted for internal faculty on the effective date of this Act."; and

On page 25, line 11, by changing "(7)" to "(8)"; and

On page 107, line 15, after "reflect", by inserting "equal gender representation to the extent possible and"; and

On page 107, line 16 after "of" the first time it appears on that line by inserting "the two (2) leading political parties of the Commonwealth based on the state's voter registration, and assure that appointments reflect"; and 

On page 111, line 12, after "representation," by inserting "assure equal gender representation to the extent possible,"; and

On page 111, line 17, after "than", by changing "two (2)" to "three (3)"; and

On page 118, on line 19, after the word "nature." by inserting the following:

"Without the consent of the General Assembly, the council shall not abolish or limit the total enrollment of the general program offered at any community college to meet the goal of reasonable access throughout the Commonwealth to a two (2) year course of general studies designed for transfer to a baccalaureate program. This does not restrict or limit the authority of the council, as set forth in this section, to eliminate or make changes in individual programs within that general program."; and

On page 120, Line 8 by deleting the first use of the word "the"; and

On Page 120, Line 8 by deleting the words, "for teacher certification"; and

On page 138, line 4, after "than", by changing "two (2)" to "three (3)"; and

On page 138, line 7, after "serve.", by adding "The Governor shall assure that the board has equal gender representation to the extent possible."; and

On page 151, line 24 after "Education." by inserting "A graduate of a program within three (3) years of the program becoming an accredited technical degree program shall receive all or partial credit toward the degree, based on criteria established by the institution and approved by the board of regents."; and 
On page 164, line 6, by removing the brackets and strikethroughs from the word "[nonprofit]".
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
