On page 150, between lines 14 and 15, by inserting the following:

"(3)
The board of regents for the Kentucky Community and Technical College System shall protect the academic freedom of faculty and students.  Academic freedom includes freedom of inquiry, discourse, teaching, research, publication, and social and political debate. Academic careers shall not be jeopardized by these activities.  The faculty shall have the individual right and responsibility to determine course content and textbooks in conjunction with the criteria for accreditation.  The board of regents for the Kentucky Community and Technical College System shall protect faculty against internal and external influences which might restrict them in the exercise of academic freedom in their areas of scholarly interests.
(a)
Faculty members who speak or write as citizens or as members of professional or other groups should indicate that they are not speaking for the Kentucky Community and Technical College System and should not use material indicating a Kentucky Community and Technical College System origin.  Faculty members shall be free to engage in political acitivities so long as the participation is consistent with the law and the faculty's obligations as teachers and scholars.

(b)
Faculty members who believe their academic freedom as been violated may file a grievance pursuant to policies regarding grievance procedures established by the Kentucky Community and Technical College System.
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
