OEA typically makes investigative visits to school districts when examining alleged violations of education law. OEA made investigative visits to school districts in 10 pending cases between October 2024 and June 2025. Pursuant to investigations, OEA reviews evidence collected from the district, and drafts preliminary and final reports.

OEA investigates allegations including, but not limited to:  impeding the implementation of school-based decision making; board member conflict of interest; violation of the hiring and transfer process by superintendents; financial mismanagement of the district; board member interference in personnel; and individuals teaching in subject areas for which they are not appropriately certified.

Numerous factors can affect the time frame in which an investigation is completed. These factors include:  complexity of the allegations being investigated, availability of staff to complete the investigation, and additional complaints received by OEA during the pendency of a case.

It should be noted that many times OEA receives numerous complaints containing the same allegations. If a case is initiated, all related complaints are addressed in a single case.
