The YouthBuild program is specifically
designed to help participants become
well-rounded members of society upon
graduation. The following is a list of
services provided to each participant as
they work through the program:

EDUCATION Classroom training to earn a
GED and enter post-secondary education.

VOCATIONAL TRAINING Classroom and
on-site training in tracks for Construction,
Environmental/Landscaping, Culinary, and
Pre-nursing (CNA).
