MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

This measure defines the role of agencies that provide services to vulnerable adults, provides for a coordinated reporting system of protective services, and establishes penalties.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

This measure:

Section 1:

Creates a new section of KRS 530 to define the following adult abuse crime terms: "abuse," "caretaker," "deception," "emotional injury," "exploitation," "intimidation," "neglect," and "vulnerable adult"; 

Section 2:

Creates a new section of KRS 530 to establish the crimes of adult abuse or neglect in the first degree and establishes it as a Class C felony;

Section 3:

Creates a new section of KRS 530 to establish the crimes of adult abuse or neglect in the second degree and establishes it as a Class D felony;

Section 4:

Creates a new section of KRS 530 to establish the crimes of adult abuse or neglect in the third degree and establishes it as a Class A misdemeanor;

Section 5:

Creates a new section of KRS 530 to establish the crimes of adult exploitation in the first degree and establishes it as a Class C felony;

Section 6:

Creates a new section of KRS 530 to establish the crimes of adult exploitation in the second degree and establishes it as a Class D felony;

Section 7:

Creates a new section of KRS 530 to establish the crimes of adult exploitation in the third degree and establishes it as a Class A misdemeanor;

Section 8:

Creates a new section of KRS 530 to provide that certain acts, including volunteer services, are not criminal; 

Section 9:

Creates a new section of KRS Chapter 209 to specify how reports of adult exploitation, abuse, or neglect are to be handled; 

Section 10:

Amends KRS 209.020 relating to adult protection definitions ("vulnerable adult", "abuse", "exploitation" and "neglect") to harmonize the definitions in KRS Chapter 530 with this section; 

Section 11:

Amends KRS 209.030 to require annual reporting of abuse cases and dispositions to the Cabinet for Families and Children (CFC) and then require CFC reporting to the Legislative Research Commission; 

Section 12:

Amends KRS 209.990 to conform with crimes and punishments in measure; 

Section 13:

Repeals 209.090, relating to Legislative intent;

Section 14:

Directs Cabinet for Health and Families Services to report to the Program Review and Investigations Committee the actions taken by the cabinet in response to the committee's study of elder abuse.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

This measure details each agency's role in the protection of vulnerable adults and victims of spouse abuse.  The agencies include:  Cabinet for Families and Children, Kentucky State Police, Cabinet for Health Services, Commonwealth or County Attorneys, and local law enforcement agency.

Cabinet for Families and Children and State Police

Section 11 requires annual reports from local law enforcement agencies, the State Police, and the Cabinet for Families and Children (CFC).  The reports are to contain the final disposition or status of each adult protection case as required in this measure.  The information should be available within the departments.  Section 14 requires CFC to report to the Program Review and Investigations Committee actions taken in response to the committee's study of elder abuse.  The information should be available within the departments.  The added cost of submitting the information in a report format should be $0 to minimal.
