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AN ACT designating the official state repertory theater.

WHEREAS, the Horse Cave Theatre in Hart County has produced over 130 plays in its 27 years of existence; and

WHEREAS, the theater has brought entertainment to more than half a million people; and

WHEREAS, the theater offers cultural opportunities usually only found in metropolitan areas; and

WHEREAS, the theater continues to maintain high artistic and professional standards in the demanding repertory format; and

WHEREAS, Horse Cave Theatre through its Kentucky Voices program has produced 17 plays by Kentucky playwrights; and

WHEREAS, the theater's Young Performers Production, Student Theatre Workshop, apprentice programs, and acting classes educate local students and encourage aspiring actors and playwrights in pursuit of their dreams; and

WHEREAS, the theater's Educational Programs impact the lives of 10,000 Kentucky students every year; and

WHEREAS, the Horse Cave Theatre has produced "Love Letters" by A. R. Gurney, featuring television and film star Annie Potts; and

WHEREAS, Annie Potts has joined the Horse Cave Theatre Board of Directors; and

WHEREAS, Horse Cave Theatre is one of the few theaters in the United States still producing plays in rotating repertory;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 2 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

The Horse Cave Repertory Theatre located in Hart County, Kentucky, is named and designated as the official state repertory theater.
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
