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AN ACT relating to adverse possession.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 413.010 is amended to read as follows:

Subject to KRS 411.190(8) and 413.030:[,]

(1)
An action for the recovery of real property not involving adverse possession may be brought only within fifteen (15) years after the right to institute it first accrued to the plaintiff, or to the person through whom he or she claims.

(2)
An action for the recovery of real property involving adverse possession may be brought only within twenty (20) years after the right to institute it first accrued to the plaintiff, or to the person through whom he or she claims. Where the adverse possession arises from fraud or illegality, or the possession is made in the absence of a recorded or filed deed, instrument, judgment, or decree, the plaintiff's right to bring the action shall not be deemed to accrue until notice under Section 2 of this Act is given to the plaintiff or the plaintiff's predecessor in interest or the plaintiff actually brings suit.

SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 413 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
An adverse possessor of real property may file a notice of the adverse possession claim with the county clerk of the county in which the real property is located. The notice shall state the name of the person or persons filing the notice, the name and address of the person to whom the notice is to be sent, a legal description of the real property that is sufficient to describe the real property if the description were set forth in a deed, and a factual recitation of the basis for the validity of the claim of adverse possession. A separate notice shall be filed for each person who is to be notified.

(2)
The county clerk shall mail the notice to the person specified in the notice and shall record and index the notice under the adverse possessor's name and under the name of the person specified in the notice in the same manner as the clerk would record and index a deed. In recording the notice, the clerk shall certify on the face of the recorded notice that a copy of the notice was mailed to the person specified in the notice. The fee for filing a notice of an adverse possession claim shall be ten dollars ($10).

Section 3.   KRS 413.070 is amended to read as follows:

After a mortgagee of real property or any person claiming under him has had twenty (20)[fifteen (15)] years' continued adverse possession, no action shall be brought by the mortgagor or anyone claiming under him to redeem the property.
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
