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AN ACT relating to special license plates.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 186 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
As used in this section:

(a)
"AdFed" means the Advertising Federation of Louisville.
(b)
"Louisville Advertising Education Foundation" means a foundation that is an endowment fund of the Community Foundation of Louisville and formed to award scholarships to promising students who are studying advertising or market communications and are committed to entering the advertising or market communications industry upon graduation from a Kentucky college or university.

(c)
"Scholarship" means one (1) or more annual scholarships granted by the Louisville Advertising Education Foundation to one (1) or more scholarship recipients who is a student at a Kentucky college or university and who excels in the field of advertising or marketing communications.

(d)
"Scholarship recipient" means a student at a Kentucky college or university who:

1.
Is a resident of Kentucky;

2.
Is in his or her junior or senior year of a full-time degree program in advertising or marketing communications; and

3.
Has a cumulative grade point average of 3.0 or higher.
(2)
AdFed may apply to the Transportation Cabinet to produce a special AdFed license plate after AdFed collects a minimum of nine hundred (900) applications with each application being accompanied by a twenty-five dollar ($25) state fee. The applications and accompanying fees shall be submitted to the cabinet at one (1) time as a group and shall not be submitted individually or intermittently. After the minimum number of applications and accompanying state fee have been submitted to the Transportation Cabinet, the cabinet shall begin printing special AdFed license plates subject to the provisions of subsection (3) of this section. If AdFed does not submit the minimum number of nine hundred (900) applications to the cabinet within a year of the effective date of this Act, this section shall expire and be automatically repealed.

(3)
An AdFed license plate shall, subject to final approval by the Transportation Cabinet, be the color and design prepared by AdFed members with the winning proposed design selected by the general public through a three (3) month voting campaign on the AdFed Internet web site. The design that has received at least forty percent (40%) of the votes cast shall be the design AdFed selects for the special license plate. In the event of a tie vote, AdFed shall conduct a tie breaker campaign and repeat the voting process for a period of one (1) month. In the event no design receives the minimum forty percent (40%) of the votes cast, AdFed shall design a minimum of three (3) new proposals and repeat the advertising campaign and three (3) month voting period.

(4)
The name "Kentucky", an annual renewal decal, and any combination of letters or numerals required by the cabinet in the design shall appear on the AdFed license plate. AdFed may request a design change for the special license plate every five (5) years from the date the initial AdFed license plate was issued. An AdFed license plate shall only be issued for a motor vehicle registered under the provisions of KRS 186.050(1) or (3)(a).

(5)
After the AdFed license plate has been printed, each of the nine hundred (900) individuals who applied for the plate under subsection (2) of this section shall be notified to pick up his or her license plate at the office of the county clerk in the county where the person lives and shall be required to pay the county clerk a fee of three dollars ($3) when picking up the plate.

(6)
An individual who was not one (1) of the original nine hundred (900) applicants for a AdFed license plate, may apply for a AdFed license plate in the office of the county clerk in the county where the person lives after paying the fee established in subsection (7) of this section.

(7)
Each initial applicant for a AdFed license plate shall pay a total fee of twenty-eight dollars ($28) of which the state shall receive a fee of twenty-five dollars ($25) that includes the fee to reflectorize the license plate under KRS 186.240, and the county clerk shall receive a fee of three dollars ($3). Each applicant applying to renew a AdFed license plate shall pay a total fee of fifteen dollars ($15) of which the state shall receive a fee of twelve dollars ($12) that includes the fee to reflectorize the license plate under KRS 186.240, and the county clerk shall receive a fee of three dollars ($3).

(8)
An initial applicant for a AdFed license plate may, at the time of application, make a voluntary contribution of two dollars ($2) that the county clerk shall remit annually to the Louisville Advertising Education Foundation, or its successor organization, located in Louisville, Kentucky, to be used as established in subsection (11) of this section.

(9)
An applicant renewing his or her registration may, at the time of renewal, make a voluntary contribution of five dollars ($5) that the county clerk shall remit annually to the Louisville Advertising Education Foundation, or its successor organization, located in Louisville, Kentucky, to be used as established in subsection (11) of this section.

(10)
The county clerk may retain any investment income earned from holding voluntary contributions designated to be remitted under subsections (8) and (9) of this section to offset administrative costs incurred by the clerk in the administration of the voluntary contributions.

(11)
All funds received by the Louisville Advertising Education Foundation under subsections (8) and (9) of this section shall be deposited into an account separate from all other foundation accounts and the account shall be audited yearly at the expense of the foundation, the Community Foundation of Louisville, or AdFed. The completed audit shall be forwarded to the Transportation Cabinet in Frankfort. One hundred percent (100%) of the funds received by the Louisville Advertising Education Foundation under subsections (8) and (9) of this section shall be used to provide scholarships to eligible scholarship recipients. Funds received by the Louisville Advertising Education Foundation under subsections (8) and (9) of this section shall not be used for administrative or personnel costs of the foundation, the Community Foundation of Louisville, or AdFed.

(12)
An actual metal AdFed license plate shall be issued on the same schedule as regular license plates are issued under KRS 186.240. The cabinet shall have the discretion to extend the time period that will exist between the date a metal license plate is issued and the date that regular plates are issued under KRS 186.240. A renewal registration decal shall be issued all other years during the owner's or lessee's birth month. A person seeking a AdFed license plate for a vehicle provided as part of the person's occupation shall conform to the requirements of KRS 186.050(14).

(13)
An AdFed license plate shall be replaced free of charge if the metal plate is destroyed in an accident, deteriorates to a point that the lettering, numbering, or images on the face of the plate are not legible, or the plate is stolen, if the owner or lessee has not transferred the vehicle to which the plate was issued during the current licensing period.

(14)
Upon the sale, transfer, or termination of a lease of a vehicle licensed under this section, the owner or lessee shall remove the AdFed license plate and return it and the certificate of registration to the county clerk. The county clerk shall reissue the owner or lessee a regular license plate and certificate of registration upon payment of a three dollar ($3) county clerk fee. If the owner or lessee requests, the county clerk shall reissue the AdFed license plate free of charge for use on any other vehicle of the same classification and category owned by the person during the current licensing period. If the owner or lessee has the AdFed license plate reissued to another vehicle, the regular license plate that is being replaced shall be returned to the county clerk who shall forward the plate to the Transportation Cabinet.
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
