Text of Legislation:  

Delete original provisions and insert new sections to amend KRS 218A.1438 to delineate the offense of unlawful trafficking in or transfer of a methamphetamine precursor; amend KRS 218A.1437 to redefine the elements of the offense of unlawful possession of a methamphetamine precursor; amend KRS 218A.010 to delete references to KRS 218A.1431; amend KRS 250.991 relating to the penalties for possession of anhydrous ammonia to delete the sentencing enhancement provisions; amend KRS 218A.1402 to provide that the penalty for inchoate offenses relating to trafficking in a controlled substance be the same as for the actual offense; amend KRS 514.030 and 514.110 to delete the sentencing enhancement provision relating to anhydrous ammonia; repeal KRS 218A.1431 and KRS 1432



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

This bill modifies or eliminates several felonies dealing with anhydrous ammonia. Possession of Anhydrous Ammonia with intent to manufacture is repealed and the second offense of Possession of anhydrous ammonia has its penalty increased from a Class D to a Class C felony. The same is true for Tampering with Anhydrous Ammonia, TBUT Anhydrous Ammonia and Receiving Stolen Property/Anhydrous Ammonia. The Department of Corrections averages seven commitments per year for the felonies involving intent to manufacture with an 11 year sentence. These convictions would be replaced by the base crime of Possession, Tampering, TBUT and RSP with an average sentence of 4 years. This would result in shorter time served for these crimes and would not impact the Department in the biennium.

The bill also increases the penalty for Attempt, Solicitation , and facilitation to Trafficking to the same class as the actual crime. This would increase the penalty for some Trafficking crimes and would result in additional commitments for offenses that are now misdemeanors.

This bill also repeals the offenses for Manufacture Methamphetamines. They would be replaced by the Trafficking Statutes.

This bill could result in an additional number of commitments by increasing the penalty for some offenses from misdemeanor to felony. It would also shorten the sentence on felonies dealing with Anhydrous Ammonia. During the biennium, it would have a minimal impact on the Department of Corrections.

Based upon the facts and assumptions noted above, this bill could result in a  minimal increase in population during the biennium
