PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 258 GA retains the provisions of the original bill, except that it removes the $5,000 cap on discretionary funds.  The bill amends KRS 64.345 relating to expenses of county clerks and sheriffs in counties having a population of 70,000 and over, counties containing a city of the first class, and an urban-county or consolidated local government to specify that necessary office expenses shall include discretionary funds authorized by the approving authority.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 258 GA on local government is indeterminable, but could be nil to moderate.  The bill's provisions delineate some of the discretionary expenses that would come under the category of "necessary office expenses" for certain county clerk and sheriff offices.  These include funds to cover:  "special training and travel related to homeland security emergencies, academy graduations, retirements, state and nation sheriff's conventions, and extraordinary office expenses".  The bill requires authorization by the approving authority. 

The bill would require fiscal court to allocate the funds for county clerks offices and sheriffs offices in the following counties:  Boone, Campbell, Christian, Daviess, Fayette, Hardin, Jefferson, Kenton, Madison, and Warren.  The county fiscal impact may be neutral as there is nothing in the bill to preclude fiscal court from adjusting other budgetary items within the same or other offices to balance their total budget, and the legislative body would have to authorize the amounts to be expended.
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
