PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 29 GA retains the original provisions of HB 29 which impact local government.

HB 29 GA, if enacted, provides that beginning on January 1, 2006, every insurance company that writes liability insurance on personal motor vehicles shall report the vehicle identification number of each insured motor vehicle, and the name of the policy holder, to the Department of Vehicle Regulation each month.  On and after January 1, 2006, county clerks will not be allowed to register vehicles if the motor vehicle database (AVIS) does not list the vehicle as an insured vehicle.

The information obtained by the Department of Vehicle Regulation from insurers will not be subject to the Open Records Act and cannot be disclosed.  Persons who disclose information for a purpose other than one authorized by the bill, or to a person not entitled to receive it, will be guilty of a Class A misdemeanor.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 29 GA on local governments is indeterminable, but is expected to be minimal.  The act provides that a state department of motor vehicles, and any officer, employee, or contractor, thereof, shall not knowingly disclose or otherwise make available to any person or entity personal information about any individual obtained by the department in connection with a motor vehicle record.

Local governments will be responsible for incarcerating individuals who violate provisions of the measure.  Individuals convicted of a Class A misdemeanor could be incarcerated in the local jail for up to a year, at an average cost of $33.91 per day, entirely at the local government's expense.  There is no adequate method to predict how many individuals could be charged and convicted under provisions of the measure, however it is expected to be minimal.

The requirement that county clerks must access the state's electronic motor vehicle data base to determine if the vehicle is insured, will replace the procedure of the applicant for registration physically handing the clerk a document showing proof of insurance.  The new procedure is not expected to require any appreciable additional time, if any, over the older one.
