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AN ACT relating to advertising in county jails.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

(1)
A county jailer may sell advertising space on the jail site to attorneys offering legal services. The jailer shall determine where advertisements shall be displayed in a specified area on the walls of the jail but shall ensure that the advertisements are accessible for viewing in areas where preliminary breath tests are administered. The county jailer shall set the rates for rental and length of duration for the advertisements. Revenue collected from the sale of the advertisements shall be deposited directly into the county jail fund.

(2)
The advertisements shall be consistent with rules established for lawyer advertisement by the Kentucky Supreme Court and shall consist of the attorney's name, daytime, evening, and cellular telephone numbers. The use of photographs shall not be allowed.
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
