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AN ACT relating to county clerks.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 65 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
A county clerk may accept for recording any documents, including those listed in KRS 64.012, submitted by electronic methods, including by the Internet or by telephone facsimile, with the approval of the Department for Libraries and Archives, irrespective of KRS 369.101 to 369.120.

(2)
A county clerk may exclusively maintain and archive permanent records in an electronic, fiche, film, or other nonpaper format with the approval of the Department for Libraries and Archives.

(3)
A county clerk may redact from a document submitted for recording portions of an individual person's federal Social Security number before filing the document among the public records of the clerk's office.

(4)
The Department for Libraries and Archives shall, by January 1, 2005, promulgate administrative regulations in accordance with the provisions of KRS Chapter 13A setting out standards by which county clerks may receive documents by electronic methods and exclusively maintain and archive records in electronic, fiche, film, or other nonpaper formats.
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
