On page 5, line 5, by deleting "such employer-organized associations" and inserting in lieu thereof "any such small employer, association, or employer-organized association"; and

On page 5, line 6, by deleting "all designated" and inserting in lieu thereof "any"; and

On page 5, line 7, after "include" by inserting "coverage for atypical and typical antipsychotic medications that are prescribed for the treatment of mental illness and prescription drugs prescribed for the treatment of the human immunodeficiency virus or acquired immunodeficiency syndrome and"; and

On page 11, insert the following after line 18:

"SECTION 9.   A NEW SECTION OF SUBTITLE 17A OF KRS CHAPTER 304 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Any insurer issuing, offering, or renewing an individual or group health benefit plan in the Commonwealth after the effective date of this Act shall not restrict or deny access to any medication approved by the Federal Food and Drug Administration as safe and effective, and determined by a physician, physician assistant, or advanced registered nurse practitioner to be medically necessary for the treatment of the following:

(1)
Atypical and typical antipsychotic medications that are prescribed for the treatment of a mental illness; or

(2)
Prescription drugs that are prescribed for the treatment of the human immunodeficiency virus or acquired immunodeficiency syndrome, including but not limited to protease inhibitors and antiretroviral medications.".
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
