PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 388 HCS retains the original provisions of the bill except to delete the additional training provisions under KRS 147A.027; provide that planning commissioners and board of zoning adjustment members do not have to file financial disclosure statements; and provide that a planning commission consult with various groups during a comprehensive plan formation and reexamination, rather than require individuals representing the groups to be appointed to provide input to a planning commission in a committee format.

The bill amends sections of KRS Chapters 65 and 100. Under the bill, members and staffs of planning commissions and boards of zoning adjustment must be included under the purview of county and city ethics provisions. The legislation also requires that local planners must project 20 years into the future when considering plan elements and other requirements of comprehensive plans.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 388 HCS on local governments is expected to be minimal. Section 1 of the bill requires members and staffs of planning commissions and boards of zoning adjustment to be included in local governments' ethics codes, but they do not have to file financial disclosure statements. The inclusion of planning board members and staffs will require local governments to amend their ethics ordinances, resulting in minimal administrative and newspaper publication costs.

Section 2 of the legislation requires that the minutes and records of planning commissions include a record of each member's vote. The requirement may result in a slight increase in interoffice paperwork.

Under provisions of the bill, planning commissions must consult with a number of agencies in their community to help coordinate and plan land use within the planning unit's jurisdiction, and also consult with them when adopting or amending a comprehensive plan. Planning commissions must document the consultation, resulting some minimal staff time and effort.

The measure also requires a more far-reaching approach to planning commission and staff preparation of comprehensive plans. The bill mandates that local planning agencies project at least 20 years into the future when planning for future growth within their comprehensive plan areas. The requirement may add to the cost of preparing the plans, which varies, depending on the size the communities involved.
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
