PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

HB 393 requires all state-owned marinas intended for public use to have at least one boating access area designated and accessible to persons with physical disabilities.  The measure requires County Clerks to issue accessible parking placards to mobility impaired persons for use with a motorboat. The placecards are issued when a person with physical disabilities which impair mobility applies for a title and registration certificate for a motorboat. The placard is to be available for inspection on the motorboat for which it is issued. The fees for the placard are to be consistent with those set forth in KRS 189.456.  Under that statute, the County Clerk fee for issuance of the placard is $8 and is valid for a period of 6 years. 
FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 393 on local government is indeterminable but could be minimal to moderate.  Increased administrative expenses could result from carrying out the activity required under the measure.

The measure will require County Clerks to perform a new duty, the issuance of accessible parking placards for use with motorboats.  The issuance occurs when the disabled person applies for a title and registration certificate for  a motorboat in the county of the person's residence. The placard grants the disabled person access to a boating access area designated for use by persons with physical disabilities, wheelchair users, or those with mobility impairments. 

The fees for the placard are to be consistent with those set forth in KRS 189.456.  Under that statute, the County Clerk fee for issuance of a permanent accessible parking placard is $8 and is valid for a period of 6 years. 
It is not known how many persons with physical disabilities which impair mobility would apply for an accessible parking placard for use with a motorboat. 

It is not known how many persons with physical disabilities which impair mobility own a motorboat.

However, 2003 data is available as to how many persons in Kentucky were issued (1)Accessible parking placards for use with motor vehicles;  and (2) A motorboat title and registration.

County Clerks issue temporary (valid 6 months) and permanent (valid 6 years) accessible parking placards.  According to the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet, during 2003, there were 9,488 persons who paid the clerk $2 for a temporary (6 months) accessible parking placard under KRS 189.458.  During 2003, there were 58,264 persons who paid the County Clerk $8 for a permanent (6 years) accessible parking placard under KRS 189.456.  

According to the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet, for Calendar Year 2003, there were 174,501 motorboat  registration renewals under KRS 235.050.
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
