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AN ACT relating to placing inmates on home incarceration.
Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 532 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Any Class D felon or Class C felon shall, at the discretion of the commissioner, be eligible to serve the remainder of his or her sentence outside the walls of the detention facility under terms of home incarceration using an approved monitoring device as defined in KRS 532.200, if the felon:
(a)
1.
Has not been convicted of, pled guilty to, or entered an Alford plea to a violent felony as defined by the Department of Corrections classification system; or

2.
Has not been convicted of, pled guilty to, or entered an Alford plea to a sex crime as defined in KRS 17.500; and
(b)
Has six (6) months or less to serve on his or her sentence.
(2)
A person who is placed under terms of home incarceration pursuant to subsection (1) of this section shall remain in the custody of the Department of Corrections. Any unauthorized departure from the terms of home incarceration may be prosecuted as an escape pursuant to KRS Chapter 520.
(3)
The Department of Corrections shall promulgate administrative regulations to implement the provisions of this section.
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
