On page 1, lines 1 through 18, by removing all language therein; and by inserting the following in lieu thereof:

"Section 1.   The Legislative Research Commission shall instruct its staff to consult with the Legislative Ethics Commission to study the issue of whether allowing contributors to legislative campaigns to recoup their campaign contributions upon the legislator's change of party affiliation would present a conflict of interest for General Assembly members, who may be unduly pressured or influenced to vote or refrain from voting on certain issues out of fear that their campaign contributions would be recovered from them. A report shall be prepared and submitted to the General Assembly for consideration at the 2005 Regular Session.

Section 2.   Provisions of this Act to the contrary notwithstanding, the Legislative Research Commission shall have the authority to alternatively assign the issues identified herein to an interim joint committee or subcommittee thereof, and to designate a study completion date."
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
