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AN ACT relating to an annual report to citizens on the finances, operations, and management of state government.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 12.110 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
The Governor shall prepare and submit to the Legislative Research Commission annual reports of the finances and operations of the state and such other reports as the General Assembly may prescribe or as the Governor may desire. The head of each statutory department shall make to the Governor an annual report and may at any time be required by the Governor to make any special report concerning the work under his charge, with his observations and recommendations thereon and pertinent statistics concerning the work of the department, each of which the Governor shall transmit to the Legislative Research Commission with such comments as he may desire to make. All such annual reports shall observe the fiscal year of the state as the reporting year, and shall be published to the extent ordered in writing by the Governor. Twenty-five (25) copies of each report shall be filed with the Legislative Research Commission for availability to the members of the General Assembly upon request. Additional copies of any report shall be made available to the Legislative Research Commission at no charge if the requests for said report exceed twenty-five (25).

(2)
Agencies shall file all annual and biennial reports required by law to be made by agencies with the Governor, and a copy thereof in the office of the Secretary of State, which shall be preserved as a public record.

(a)
The Office of the State Budget Director shall prepare and issue a brief, clear, and concise annual report for each fiscal year ending June 30 to the citizens of the Commonwealth on the financial highlights, operation, and management of state government. The report shall be entitled "Annual Report to Kentucky Taxpayers." The report shall be issued no later than September 30 of each year and shall include but not be limited to the following information:
1.
An organizational chart for each branch of government;
2.
Revenues, by source, and expenditures for each major organizational unit of state government;
3.
A brief description and summary of statistical data on major programs and services funded by appropriations of the General Assembly; and
4.
A brief statement by the Governor of the Commonwealth, the President of the Senate, the Speaker of the House of Representatives, and the Chief Justice of the Kentucky Supreme Court on the condition of the Commonwealth.

(b)
The use of charts, tables, graphs, and other visual representations of data in the report is encouraged where deemed to enhance understanding.
(c)
The report shall be made available electronically on the state website and shall remain on the state website until it is replaced by the following year's report.
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
