PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 514 GA requires the use of yellow flashing lights to indicate when workers are working in a highway zone.  The measure specifies that double fines in work zones are only applicable when flashing yellow lights are in operation and workers are physically present in the work zone.

The HCS removes the penalty of official misconduct in the first degree for failure to illuminate a flashing yellow light or failure to turn off or remove the flashing yellow light when workers are not physically present in the work zone.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 514 GA is expected to be minimal.  Local law enforcement will need little training to comply with the measure.  The training could be included in the annual 40 hour training requirement of the local law enforcement agencies.
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
