MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

BR 1182 amends KRS 148.851 to include facilities that involve the construction, restoration, or rehabilitation of a lodging facility which is or will be located within one of the seventy least populated counties in the Commonwealth in the definition of "tourism attraction" which will be used to determine eligibility for tax credits under the Tourism Development Act.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

Amends KRS 148.851 by including facilities that involve the construction, restoration, or rehabilitation of a lodging facility which is or will be located within one of the seventy least populated counties in the Commonwealth in the definition of "tourism attraction". 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

Because it is impossible to determine how many facilities will locate or renovate in the seventy least populated counties in the Commonwealth in any given year, the fiscal impact of this bill is indeterminable.   
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
