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AN ACT relating to hospital reporting.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 216 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
A hospital, emergency care center, or other health facility that offers emergency services, licensed under KRS Chapter 216B, shall report as soon as practicable to local law enforcement any attendance to or treatment of, by facility staff:
(a)
A bullet wound, gunshot wound, powder burn, or any other injury arising from the discharge of a firearm; or
(b)
A stab or slicing wound caused by a knife, screwdriver, box cutter, or any other sharp or pointed instrument.
(2)
Any person acting upon reasonable cause in the making of a report or acting under this section in good faith shall have immunity from any liability, civil or criminal, that might otherwise be incurred or imposed. Any such person shall have the same immunity with respect to participation in any judicial proceeding resulting from such report or action.

(3)
This section shall not be construed to supersede any other reporting requirement under law for the reporting of criminal activity.
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
