PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 619 GA amends KRS 81A.470, relating to preparation of the map that is required in the process of a city annexation.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 619 GA on local governments would likely be minimal. The measure modifies city annexation requirements. The measure affects a requirement in the statutes that, whenever a city changes its boundaries, whether through annexation, transfer, or reduction, it must file with the county clerk, the Department for Local Government, and the Secretary of State, a map detailing the boundaries of the area.

The measure should result in cost savings for cities that are annexing territory, according to a Kentucky League of Cities official. Some annexation maps have been rejected in the past because of inconsistencies or inadequate information, according to the KLC official. The bill is an attempt to establish standards in how the maps should be prepared, thus helping assure their acceptance on filing.
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
