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AN ACT relating to football.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   Whereas, circumstances sometimes prohibit a high school from offering football as an extracurricular school-sponsored sport, the Interim Joint Committee on Education or a subcommittee thereof is directed to conduct a study of cooperative school-sponsored football teams.

Section 2.   The study shall include but not be limited to an examination of:

(1)
The consequences of allowing two (2) high schools, neither of which has a school-sponsored football team, to join together to form a cooperative school-sponsored football team; and

(2)
The consequences associated with allowing one (1) high school that does not have a school-sponsored football team to join with a high school that does have a school-sponsored football team to form a cooperative school-sponsored football team.

Section 3.   The study shall provide an opportunity for public comment from local schools, school districts, the Kentucky High School Athletic Association, Kentucky school administrators, and other interested entities.

Section 4.   The study shall utilize information from the Kentucky High School Athletic Association, the Kentucky Department of Education, and other agencies as it deems necessary.

Section 5.   The Interim Joint Committee on Education shall provide a written copy of the final report to the Legislative Research Commission by December 1, 2004.

Section 6.   Provisions of this Act to the contrary notwithstanding, the Legislative Research Commission shall have the authority to alternatively assign the issues herein to an interim joint committee or subcommittee thereof, and to designate a study completion date.
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
