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AN ACT relating to consumer protection.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 367 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
As used in this section and Section 2 of this Act, "automotive mobility equipment dealer" means any person who:
(a)
Engages in the business of selling, offering to sell, soliciting, or advertising new or used motor vehicles specifically designed or modified for use by disabled persons;
(b)
Possesses such motor vehicles for the purpose of resale, either on his or her own account, or on behalf of another, either as his or her primary business or incidental thereto; or
(c)
Engages in the business of selling, offering to sell, soliciting, or advertising the sale, installation, or servicing of equipment or modifications specifically designed to facilitate operation of a motor vehicle by a disabled person.
(2)
An automotive mobility equipment dealer shall be required to obtain a permit under Section 2 of this Act and shall ensure when either selling a new or used motor vehicle that has been modified for operation by a disabled person, or when installing or servicing of equipment, or making modifications to a motor vehicle specifically to facilitate operation of the vehicle by a disabled person, that the motor vehicle and any work to modify the vehicle complies with all applicable state and federal safety standards and quality assurance measures for vehicles modified to be operated by disabled persons.

(3)
If an automotive mobility equipment dealer is not the person who installs, services, or modifies equipment on the motor vehicle so that it may be operated by a disabled person, the dealer shall, prior to selling the motor vehicle, ensure that the motor vehicle meets the safety standards and quality assurance measures required under subsection (2) of this section.

SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 281 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
A person who is an automotive mobility equipment dealer, as defined in Section 1 of this Act, shall, prior to engaging in business, be required to obtain a permit from the department. An automotive mobility equipment dealer shall not be required to obtain a convenience of necessity under the provisions of this chapter and shall not be subject to licensure or regulation by the motor vehicle commission under KRS Chapter 190.

(2)
The department shall, by administrative regulations promulgated under KRS Chapter 13A, establish requirements for initially applying for and renewing a permit to be an automotive equipment mobility dealer. The requirements may include being issued and maintaining insurance in an amount to be established by the department.

(3)
A permit issued under this section shall cost one hundred dollars ($100) and shall be renewed annually.

(4)
The department shall immediately suspend an automotive equipment mobility dealer's permit if the department determines that the dealer has sold or modified a motor vehicle that does not comply with the provisions of Section 1 of this Act. A dealer whose permit is suspended under this section shall be permitted to appeal the suspension under the provisions of KRS Chapter 13B.
