PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 82 SCS changes the identifying data reported on individuals who test positive for communicable diseases from an unique code to their name, and adds a criminal penalty for violations of confidentiality.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 82 SCS on local governments is expected to be minimal.  The measure provides that an individual who intentionally discloses the identity of a person who has been tested for a human immunodeficiency virus infection will be guilty of a Class A misdemeanor, and an individual who intentionally releases any name or other identifying information will be guilty of a Class A misdemeanor.
In regard to the criminal provisions of the measure, local governments would be expected to incur some expense.  Local law enforcement agencies would need additional training to police criminal provisions of the measure.  However, this training could be included in the required 40 hour annual training requirement of local law enforcement agencies.  Individuals convicted of a Class A misdemeanor could be incarcerated in the local jail for up to a year, at an average cost of $33.91 per day, entirely at the local government's expense.  In the case at hand, the number of events constituting a crime would be expected to be small, thus the cost of incarceration borne by local governments would be minimal.
