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A JOINT RESOLUTION naming the Cpl. Joshua D. Harris Memorial Bridge in Letcher County.

WHEREAS, Joshua Harris, a native of Jenkins, Kentucky, was the son of Charles and Debra Powers Harris; and

WHEREAS, Joshua Harris was a bright, active youngster who loved thrilling hobbies such as motorcycling and snowboarding; and

WHEREAS, Joshua Harris made the conscious decision to serve his country by enlisting in the United States Marine Corps; and

WHEREAS, on January 22, 2004, Cpl. Joshua Harris, who had survived a harrowing tour of duty in Iraq helping that nation begin its path on the road to democracy, was back in the U.S. when he was tragically killed during a training exercise when the helicopter he was riding in crashed at Camp Pendleton, California; and

WHEREAS, the tragic passing of Cpl. Joshua Harris serves as a reminder to us all that military service is fraught with risks, whether on the battlefield or during training; and

WHEREAS, the late Cpl. Harris, and all members of the Armed Forces who constantly place themselves in harm's way every day, serve as defenders of our liberty and deserve our respect, admiration, and gratitude; and

WHEREAS, Cpl. Joshua Harris is mourned by his parents, his sister Chastity, his brother Jacob, and countless other family members and friends; and

WHEREAS, the ultimate sacrifice of Cpl. Joshua Harris is deserving of whatever small tribute the people of the Commonwealth can pay to it;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of this body, both individually and collectively, do posthumously proclaim Cpl. Joshua D. Harris to have been an outstanding representative of the Commonwealth, and join his family and friends in mourning his passing.

Section 2.   The Transportation Cabinet is directed to designate the bridge on United States Route 119 over United States Route 23 in Letcher County (mile marker 28.08) the "Cpl. Joshua D. Harris Memorial Bridge."

Section 3.   The Transportation Cabinet shall, within 30 days of the effective date of the Resolution, erect signs at each end of the bridge identified in Section 2 of this Resolution that read "Cpl. Joshua D. Harris Memorial Bridge."
