WHEREAS, Earl Mac Cambron's generosity and affable manner will be sorely missed by all who had the good fortune of knowing him; he was a kind and compassionate person, as was demonstrated when he and his wife, Nina, befriended an Amish community by providing Amish children with food, clothes, and other items of necessity, and he continued this service until his illness; and
