With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Ulus Lee Johnson, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Ulus Lee Johnson was born on September 5, 1916, a native of Symsonia, Graves County, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds on February 23, 2004; and

WHEREAS, Ulus Lee Johnson was the loving son of the late Frank and Ida Tucker Johnson; he was the devoted husband of 55 years to Pauline Johnson; he was the loving father of a daughter, Paulette Johnson Lyles of Mayfield, and three sons, Kentucky Court of Appeals Judge Rick Johnson of Symsonia, Jimmie Johnson of Reidland, and Gary Johnson of Plano, Texas; he was the proud grandfather of four grandchildren, Susannah Martin, Bethany Lyles, Candace Johnson, and Quentin Johnson; and he also leaves behind a loving brother, Daniel A. Johnson, and two loving sisters, Ruby Thweatt and Deltrice Thomasson, all of Symsonia; and

WHEREAS, Ulus Lee Johnson served his country with pride and distinction in the United States Navy Seabees in the Pacific Theater during World War II; and

WHEREAS, Ulus Lee Johnson was an esteemed member of the Graves County community, where he was of the Methodist faith; he was a retired pipefitter and a lifetime member of Plumbers and Steamfitters Local 184 with 60 years of service; he was a two-time representative to the Plumbers and Steamfitters National Convention, and served for 16 years on the Joint Apprentice Committee; and he worked many years as a superintendent with Pip Johnson Construction Company of Calvert City; and

WHEREAS, Ulus Lee Johnson served as past president of the Symsonia Development Council; he was instrumental in organizing the Symsonia Fire Department and establishing the Symsonia Medical Clinic, and was active in establishing water, sewer, and natural gas services to the community; and

WHEREAS, Ulus Lee Johnson was a founding member of the Symsonia Riding Club, and he was known for the stagecoach he built and often drove in parades throughout Western Kentucky; and for the last 23 years, he hosted the annual Symsonia Community Christmas Tree Lighting; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Ulus Lee Johnson has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
