PURPOSE/MECHANICS   

Under current law, a 5 year special license plate bearing the inscription "Volunteer Fire Fighter" is required to be issued.  SB 106 GA amends KRS 186.172 to change the Volunteer Fire Fighter license plate to the "Fire Fighter" license plate; eliminates exclusive references to volunteer firefighters; and thereby newly allows professional firefighters to receive the new Fire Fighter license plate.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of SB 106 GA on local government is indeterminable but is expected to be none.  The measure would require the issuance of special "Firefighter" instead of "Volunteer Firefighter" license plates.  Although the measure would require the issuance of new plates, the county clerks already have storage inventory for the Volunteer Firefighter plate.  

It is unknown how many professional firefighters would purchase the new plates. Estimates are that there are about 3500 professional firefighters in Kentucky.  In 2003 there were 4,019 Volunteer Firefighter license plates registered in Kentucky.  These plates are issued for 5 years with $12 state and $3 county clerk fees charged for the initial plate and renewal thereafter.  The same fees would apply to the new special Fire Fighter license plate.
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
