On page 2, line 5, after "cabinet" by inserting the following: "or the person who is a patient identified in the data"; and

On page 2, line 12, after "A" by inserting "Commonwealth's attorney or county attorney, on behalf of"; and

On page 2, line 15, after "person" by inserting ". Before requesting data from the cabinet, the Commonwealth's attorney or county attorney shall obtain, from the appropriate law enforcement official designated in this paragraph, a description of the investigation and the information sought from the cabinet and shall make a determination whether a bona fide specific investigation exists. If no determination is made that a bona fide specific investigation exists, the Commonwealth's attorney or county attorney shall not request the data. The law enforcement officer who receives data under this paragraph shall have a continuing duty to provide an update of the bona fide specific investigation to the Commonwealth's attorney or county attorney within twenty-four (24) hours of receipt of a request for the update"; and

On page 3, line 6, by deleting "or"; and

On page 3, line 11, by deleting the "." and inserting the following in lieu thereof:


"; or

(h)
A person, or an authorized representative of a person, who is a person identified in the system. If no data exists for a person or representative who requests the data, the cabinet shall report in writing to the person or representative that no data exists for that person."; and

On page 3, line 23, after "investigation" by inserting ", and shall be reported to the Commonwealth's attorney or county attorney, as appropriate, who requested the data on behalf of the law enforcement officer no later than the last day of any month that the data was shared"; and

On page 4, line 1, after "section" by inserting ". A law enforcement officer who receives data or reports under this paragraph shall report the receipt of any data or reports to a Commonwealth's attorney or county attorney in the county of jurisdiction for the law enforcement officer. The law enforcement officer shall provide any other information, requested by the Commonwealth's attorney or county attorney, that is related to the data or reports, or any subsequent investigation, to the Commonwealth's attorney or county attorney"; and

On page 8, by deleting lines 3 through 5 and inserting the following in lieu thereof:

"(d)
A Commonwealth's attorney or county attorney, on behalf of a law enforcement officer authorized to receive data under Section 1 of this Act, may request trend reports not specifically published pursuant to paragraph (c) of this subsection upon a demonstration of need by a law enforcement officer. A law enforcement officer receiving a trend report under this paragraph shall provide, within twenty-four (24) hours of a request, any information requested by the Commonwealth's attorney or county attorney about any investigation or use of the trend report. A report under this paragraph may be".
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
