PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The measure amends KRS 441.510 to pay the sheriff of the county where the prisoner is incarcerated, at a rate of $10 per hour, when the sheriff is required to transport a prisoner.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of SB 157 on local governments is expected to be moderate.  The measure provides that if an inmate is confined in a detention facility and requires transportation, the sheriff of the county where the prisoner is incarcerated will carry out that duty at a rate of ten dollars ($10) per hour.  Under provisions of the measure, the cost of transporting the inmate would be paid by the county fiscal court.  There is no data available to predict the frequency or length of time involved in carrying out this requirement.
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
