PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The HCS 2 to SB 163 retains the provisions of the original bill, and adds the following provision:

Controlled substance endangerment to a child is a capital offense if the child dies as a result of the commission of the offense, however the death of a child shall not result in the imposition of a sentence of death, either as a result of the violation of this section or as a result of the aggravation of another capital offense under KRS 532.025(2).

The measure provides that persons trafficking in drugs used to manufacture methamphetamine will be liable for damages in a civil action.  The damages may include “costs of detecting, investigation, and cleaning up or remediating unlawfully operated laboratories or other facilities for the illegal manufacture of methamphetamine.”

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of the HCS 2 to SB 163 will likely range from minimal to significant.  Local law enforcement and fire departments will likely be involved in the activities - detecting, investigating and cleaning up - for which civil action can be initiated to recover expenses incurred in performing the activities.  The expense incurred by local government in each incident will likely be significant, and to the extent that these instances occur, and to the extent that the perpetrators have assets which can be attached to satisfy the damages, the result will be significant.  However, because the criminal occurrences will be limited, and the assets of the perpetrators may also be limited, the statewide impact will be minimal.
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
