PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

BR 343 creates a new section of Subtitle 17A of KRS Chapter 304 to require health benefit plans to provide coverage for colorectal cancer screenings in accordance with guidelines of the American Cancer Society.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of BR 343 on local government is indeterminable, but could range from no impact to minimal impact.  Health benefit plans offered through the Kentucky Association of Counties, and those plans offered to city employees, as reported by the League of Cities, already include colorectal cancer screening coverage without a separate deductible or coinsurance.  If there is a city or county whose health benefit plan does not include colorectal cancer screening on a schedule recommended by the American Cancer Society, then there is the possibility that the cost of the plan would increase as a result of the required coverage.
