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AN ACT relating to liability of dealers of liquefied petroleum gas.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 234 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
No person licensed under this chapter and engaged in this state in the business of selling liquefied petroleum gas, or in the business of handling or transportation of liquefied petroleum gas over the highways of this state shall be liable for actual or punitive civil damages for injury to persons or property that result from any occurrence caused by the installation, modification, repair, or servicing of equipment or appliances for use with liquefied petroleum gas by any other person unless the licensed person had received written notification or had other actual knowledge of the work performed on the equipment or appliances and failed to inspect the work within thirty (30) days after receipt of notice or actual knowledge.

(2)
Nothing in this section is intended to limit the liability of any person for any damages that arise directly from the gross negligence or willful or wanton acts of that person.
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
