Text of Legislation:  

Create a new section of KRS Chapter 210 to require the Cabinet for Health Services to create a telephonic behavioral health jail triage system to screen jail inmates for mental health issues, including suicide risk, with the system consisting of a written screening instrument to be used upon an inmate's admission to jail and a telephonic hotline to be used if an increased risk-factor is identified, with the system recommending changes to the local jailer relating to the prisoner's conditions of confinement to reduce the identified risks; create a new section of KRS Chapter 441 TO require jailers to use the triage system created in Section 1 and to utilize the triage system's recommendations on conditions of confinement if the jail has the ability to do so.



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

This bill requires the Cabinet for Health Services to create and maintain a telephonic behavioral health jail triage system to screen jail inmates for mental health issues. The only responsibility for the Department of Corrections is one on consultation.  For this reason, this bill would have no impact on the Department of Corrections.
