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AN ACT relating to international medical graduates.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS 211.005 TO 211.380 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

In making recommendations for J-1 waivers under the requirements of federal law, the commissioner of the Department for Public Health shall give priority to international medical graduates who have submitted the application and have an offer of full-time employment at a health care facility in a rural area of this state. For purposes of this section, "rural area" means:

(1)
A county that is not located in a metropolitan area as designated by the federal Office of Management and Budget; or

(2)
A portion of a county in a metropolitan area that has a zip code that has been designated as rural for the purposes of rural health grants by the federal Office of Rural Health Policy.
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
