PURPOSE/MECHANICS

BR 498 creates a new section of KRS Chapter 186 to require the Transportation Cabinet to offer a decal depicting the seal of the Commonwealth of Kentucky that a person can use to cover the sunshine image on a regular license plate. The decal will be available for sale in county clerks’ offices. The measure establishes a $1 fee for the decal, with the amount of the fee to be divided equally between the Transportation Cabinet and the county clerk. Provisions of the measure sunset on December 31, 2007.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of BR 498 on local governments is indeterminable. The legislation may result in some minimal administrative costs resulting from clerks and their deputies having to deal with the new decal and offer it for sale to the driving public. But those costs should be offset by the 50 cents received from the sale of each decal. The extent of the fiscal impact would correspond to the degree of public interest in the decal. There is no adequate way to predict how many motorists will purchase the decal created by the measure.
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
