MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

Exempt School District vehicles from paying tolls while the vehicles are being operated in an official capacity on turnpike projects.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

Amends Section 1 of KRS 175.525 creating an additional exemption for School District vehicles.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

There are two remaing toll roads in the Commonwealth.  These two toll roads will generate approximately  $3.4 million dollars in FY 2005 and FY 2006 based on approximately 10.5 million vehicles per year passing through the toll facility.  There are approximately 9,600 public school buses in the state.  In addition, each school district has some utility vehicles (vans, trucks, etc.).  Given these statewide numbers, the assumption is that a most probable loss to the Road Fund would be approximately less than $5,000 per year for the three years remaining on the outstanding Toll Road Debt.

In addition, the Toll Road Bonds will be entirely paid off in July of 2007.
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
