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MEASURE'S PURPOSE: 

This measure requires the Attorney General to develop and review annually a guidance document summarizing state and federal constitutional law principles concerning takings and providing a frame work to assist the state agency or local government in evaluating proposed regulatory or administrative actions to minimize the effect of [physical or regulatory taking of property.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

This measure creates a new section of KRS Chapter 15 to create the Kentucky Takings Guidance Act.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The estimated fiscal impact is minimal but indeterminable. 

The impact is related to the personnel costs to research the state and federal constitution, summarize the principles concerning takings, and develop a guidance document to assist state agency and local government in evaluating proposed regulatory or administrative actions to minimize the effect of physical or regulatory taking of property.  The use of private council who has expertise in real estate law may be necessary to complete the guidance document.

Additional costs would be incurred if the Office of the Attorney General is required to advise agencies during the evaluation of proposed takings.
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
