A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of Sergeant Darrin K. Potter.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Sergeant Darrin K. Potter, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Sergeant Darrin K. Potter was a native of Louisville, Jefferson County, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds on September 29, 2003; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Darrin K. Potter was a graduate of Butler High School; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Darrin K. Potter was a citizen-soldier in the Kentucky Army National Guard; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Darrin K. Potter had served in the Kentucky Army National Guard for five years; he was sent to Iraq in February, 2003, as part of the 223rd Military Police Company assigned to guard prisoners of war and protect United States soldiers; and his unit was en route to protect United States soldiers who had come under fire in a mortar attack; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Darrin K. Potter valiantly gave his life in defense of his country, and he was the first Kentucky National Guard soldier killed in combat since the Vietnam War; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Sergeant Darrin K. Potter has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its profound sense of sorrow upon the passing of Sergeant Darrin K. Potter and extends to his family and many friends its most heartfelt sympathy.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in loving memory and honor of Sergeant Darrin K. Potter.
