WHEREAS, during his long and illustrious political career, Senator Wendell H. Ford always placed his constituents and the citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky first and foremost; he began his political career in 1965 when he was elected to the eighth Senate District; two years later, he was elected Lieutenant Governor, and in 1971, he became Governor; in 1974, he was elected to the United States Senate, where he diligently served for 24 years, including terms as assistant majority leader and assistant minority leader; and

WHEREAS, this honorable body expresses its concern for Senator Wendell H. Ford's medical condition, and prays that he has a speedy and complete recovery;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its sincere concern over Senator Wendell H. Ford's medical condition, and we wish him a speedy recovery during his recuperation.
