WHEREAS, Read Across America: Celebrating the Seussentennial, Dr. Seuss's 100th Birthday, will involve those who are six, sixteen, sixty-four, and more; and

WHEREAS, Read Across America calls on all of us, both young and old, to remember the pleasures of reading such entertaining and informative books as Dr. Seuss's ABC: An Amazing Alphabet Book, The Cat in the Hat, Green Eggs and Ham, Hop on Pop, One Fish Two Fish Red Fish Blue Fish, Fox in Socks, Mr. Brown Can Moo! Can You?, Oh, the Places You'll Go, and more; and

WHEREAS, school districts and schools, such as the Campbell County Schools, and many others throughout the Commonwealth will participate in the celebration with county-wide events and reading parties; and

WHEREAS, the General Assembly has long recognized that reading is a fundamental skill needed by all;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
