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A RESOLUTION requesting the Secretary of the Commerce Cabinet to continue to explore, develop, and promote the use of coal bed methane gas.

WHEREAS, the removal of coal bed methane and degasification of coal seams is beneficial not only as an energy resource but also for the purpose of ensuring the safe recovery of coal; and

WHEREAS, development of coal bed methane should be undertaken in a way to protect and preserve the environment and preserve Kentucky's coal for future safe mining; and

WHEREAS, commercial recovery and marketing of coal bed methane can help greatly to meet the energy needs of both the Commonwealth and the United States; and

WHEREAS, the Energy Policy Act of 1992 was enacted, in part, to encourage coal bed methane development;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Secretary of the Commerce Cabinet is urged to support the exploration, development, and promotion of Kentucky's coal bed methane resources.
