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A RESOLUTION declaring the first Sunday in June as Kentucky Child's Day.

WHEREAS, each child is unique, is a blessing, and holds a distinct place in each family’s heart and soul; and 

WHEREAS, children represent the future, hope, and inspiration of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, too often we forget the power of looking at the world with childlike wonder; and

WHEREAS, the children of Kentucky should be allowed to feel that their ideas and dreams will be respected because adults in Kentucky take time to listen; and

WHEREAS, because children are the responsibility of all people of the Commonwealth, everyone should celebrate children, whose questions, laughter, and dreams are important to the existence of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, designating a day to honor Kentucky's children reminds us that the value of children is overlooked far too often; and 

WHEREAS, the people of Kentucky should celebrate children as the Commonwealth's most valuable asset; and

WHEREAS, the first Sunday in June falls between Mother's Day and Father's Day, emphasizing the importance of family to the life of a child; and

WHEREAS, in the words of the great Franklin Roosevelt, “We cannot always build the future of our youth, but we can build our youth for the future”;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby recognize the importance of children to the Commonwealth and celebrates every child in Kentucky.

Section 2.   The Senate hereby declares the first Sunday in June as Kentucky Child's Day.
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
