A RESOLUTION honoring the Troopers and Facilities Security Branch Officers of the Kentucky State Police.

WHEREAS, the Kentucky State Police has made a concerted and successful effort to protect the legislators, staff, and citizens within the Capitol and Capitol Annex, as well as within other state facilities; and

WHEREAS, these Kentucky State Police Troopers and members of the Facilities Security Branch of the Kentucky State Police vigilantly man their positions in the Capitol and the Capitol Annex, as well as other state facilities in Frankfort, throughout the entirety of the year; and

WHEREAS, these Kentucky State Police Troopers and members of the Facilities Security Branch uphold their duty in the finest manner enabling the legislators, staff, citizens, and guests of the Commonwealth of Kentucky to enter in the facilities to conduct the business of the Commonwealth in a safe and secure environment; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky State Police code of ethics, which is adhered to by all guarding these facilities, reads in part, "I recognize the badge of my office as a symbol of public faith, and I accept it as public trust to be held as long as I am true to the ethics of police service. I will constantly strive to achieve these objectives and ideals, dedicating myself before God to my chosen profession, law enforcement";

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby convey its thanks and gratitude to the Kentucky State Police Troopers and members of the Facilities Security Branch of the Kentucky State Police, especially those who serve in the Capitol and the Capitol Annex, for their service to the legislature, staff, and the public entering into these buildings, and affirms that these individuals execute their duty with exceeding vigilance and dedication, and furthermore affirms that, through the sterling execution of their duties, these individuals continue to earn the public's faith.
