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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of Hannah Hume Baird.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Hannah Hume Baird, and we pause in silent reverence for her soul.

WHEREAS, Hannah Hume Baird was born on April 8, 1939, a native of Stearns, McCreary County, Kentucky, and longtime resident of Florence, Boone County, Kentucky, and she traversed these earthly bounds on March 31, 2004; and

WHEREAS, Hannah Hume Baird was the loving daughter of the late C. Whitman and Hattie P. Hume; she was the devoted wife of Glenn F. Baird; she was the loving mother of a son, Glenn W. Baird, and a daughter, Hannah E. Hume, both of Charlotte, North Carolina; and she also leaves behind a loving sister, Martha Hume of Nashville, Tennessee; and

WHEREAS, Hannah Hume Baird graduated from Sullins Junior College for Women in Virginia and the University of Kentucky; and while her husband attended medical school in Louisville, she taught in the Jefferson County school system; and

WHEREAS, Hannah Hume Baird was an esteemed member of the Boone County community, and an active and involved citizen; she was an organizer and adviser for Kentucky's Democratic Party, and she was a founding member and chairwoman of the nonpartisan Kentucky Women's Political Caucus; she was a strong advocate of equality for women, and she was a member and chair of the Kentucky Commission on Women; she served as a member of the National Advisory Council on Economic Opportunity during the Carter administration; she served as chair of Congressman Ken Lucas's 1990s election and re-election campaigns for Boone County judge/executive, and she also served as chair of the Boone County Bicentennial Commission; and

WHEREAS, through her father's influence, Hannah Hume Baird spent countless hours of unselfish dedication to promoting the effort to educate the Commonwealth's citizens; and

WHEREAS, in 1978, Hannah Hume Baird was an Enquirer Woman of the Year; in March 2004, the Kentucky Commission on Women added her portrait to the Kentucky Women Remembered collection on display in the state Capitol; and on April 21, 2004, she will be honored with the Lifetime Advocate Award by the Outstanding Women of Northern Kentucky Award panel; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Hannah Hume Baird has left a void that cannot be filled, and she is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its profound sense of sorrow upon the passing of Hannah Hume Baird, and extends to her family and many friends its most heartfelt sympathy.
