WHEREAS, Glen O. Boodry was the loving son of the late Leslie and Rachel Clugy Boodry; and he was also preceded in death by a son, Jim Boodry; he was the devoted husband of Patsy Potter Boodry; he was the loving father of three sons, Jerry Boodry of Greenup; Lt. Col. Thomas Glen Boodry (USMC, Ret.) of Pace, Florida; and Brian Boodry of Brookfield, Connecticut; and a daughter, Carol Wilcox of Alexandria, Virginia; he was the loving father-in-law of Geneva Boodry, Sally Boodry, Diane Boodry, and Lt. Col. David Wilcox; he was the proud grandfather of eight grandchildren, Courtney, Amanda, Leslie, Thomas, Jeb, Jackson, Kelsey, and Nicholas; and he also leaves behind a loving brother, Gerald Boodry of Hot Silver Springs, Colorado; and

WHEREAS, Glen O. Boodry graduated from Colorado A & M University (now Colorado State University) in 1950, where he earned his Bachelor of Science Degree in civil engineering, and he earned his Master of Business Administration Degree from Morehead State University in 1985; and

WHEREAS, Glen O. Boodry served his country with pride and distinction in the United States Army during the Korean War; and full military rites were conducted at his graveside on February 1, 2004 by Morehead American Legion Post No. 126; and

WHEREAS, Glen O. Boodry was a Licensed Professional Engineer and he was the sole proprietor of Boodry Engineering Services; he had been the project engineer for numerous federal projects, including post offices in Houston, Texas; Burlington, North Carolina; and Columbia, South Carolina; and his professional work also included construction of launch pads at Cape Canaveral, Florida; he held the position of director of the Physical Plant at Morehead State University; he retired from Morehead State University after 17 years of dedicated service; and after retirement, he became Superintendent of the Morehead Utility Plant Board, where he served for seven years; and

WHEREAS, Glen O. Boodry was an esteemed member of the Rowan County community, and he was an active and involved citizen; he was a member of Morehead United Methodist Church, where he served as trustee and board member; he was a member of Morehead Men's Club, MENSA, and Morehead Masonic Lodge No. 654; and he served on the Rowan County Public Library Board of Trustees, the Commission of Public Health, Frontier Housing, and Habitat for Humanity; and
